2025 Georges Deboeuf Beaujolais  ~ Beaujolais Nouveau, France    12.5% ABV     $18

Vibrant red fruits such as strawberries and currants on the palate and an intense perfume make 
this wine a perfect accompaniment for cheese, charcuterie and traditional holiday fare.


2021 Hentley Farm Grenache Shiraz ~ Barossa Valley, So. Australia     14.8% ABV     $32

With each varietal separately fermented and matured, this wine displays the level of aromatic 
and flavor complexity you would expect from a blend of such diverse varietals. It is the perfect 
companion to a variety of culinary delights.GRENACHE (60%) SHIRAZ (38%) ZINFANDEL (2%)


2021 Zelos Appassimento ~ Rosso Veronese, Italy   15% ABV     $23

Crafted using the famous Appassimento technique, where grapes are left to dry after harvest, 
concentrating their sugars and flavors. This ancient Italian winemaking method results in a full-
bodied, fruit-forward wine; perfect for those who enjoy a richer, more complex red.

 
2021 Crane Assembly “El Coco” ~ St. Helena/Napa Valley, CA    15.2% ABV     $85

Aromas of ripe strawberry, bramble and musk within a toasted French oak frame. A rich entry 
of black plum, dark fruits and crushed gravel is complemented by some bright, freshness of 
Bing cherry and floral notes through the length of the palate and finish.


WHITE FLIGHT ~ $13


2025 FAAA! Albarino ~ Montevideo, Uruguay     13% ABV     $16

Fresh apricot, honeydew melon, white peach, and spring flowers jump out on the nose. 
Highlighted by lemon zest, the bright acidity and medium body is all held together by a crisp 
and mineral driven backbone with notes of salinity.


2024 Banfi San Angelo Pinot Grigio ~ Toscana, Italy     12.5% ABV    $22

Fresh, fruit-forward bouquet with notes of pear, peach, anise, and honey.


2023 Conundrum White Blend ~ California    13.5% ABV     $18

A blend of Chardonnay, Sauvignon Blanc, Semillon and Viognier. Scents of apricot, pear and 
honeysuckle, orange and lemon meringue pie. The initial fruitiness is balanced by natural 
acidity, and we love the hint of oak that plays with flavors of peach, apple and citrus.


2025 Villa AIX Rose` ~ Coteaux d’AIX en Provence, France     12.5% ABV     $17

The nose is elegant with floral notes and notes of white peach. On the palate, the wine is round 
and supple, with a nice tension on the finish.
